The following facilities are currently open or will open as scheduled. Social distancing will be practiced. 

Any changes will be communicated as soon as possible through our normal media outlet.  

• City Golf Course:  The City course will remain open at this time. Please note the Country Club 

operates separate from the City.  Please check with them on their service and hours.   

 

• Waverly Recycling Center: The recycling center will remain open at this time.  Staff will be 

available to only answer questions and operate necessary machinery. They will not assist with 

removing or unloading items.  

 

• Yard Waste Site: The site will open as scheduled on March 30th, 2020.
