The Waverly Leisure Services Department is excited to announce that the Waverly
Municipal Swimming Pool WILL OPEN for the 2021 swimming season. The Pool will open

for the 54th season on Saturday, May 29, 2021 at 1:00 pm, weather permitting. 

Saturday, Sunday, and the Memorial Day Monday Holiday hours will be 1:00-7:00 pm. 
Regular hours will be Monday – Friday 1:00-5:00 pm and 6:00-8:00 pm for open
swim. Saturday, Sunday and Holiday hours will be 1:00-7:00 pm for open swim.

Lap swim (Monday-Friday 12:00-12:50 pm and 5:00-5:50 pm) will begin on Monday,
June 7th. Lap swim admission Is $2.00 or a lap punch card can be purchased for

$15 for 10 punches. Season passes are also honored for lap swim.

Daily fees are $4.00 per person, $2.00 for toddlers age 0-5 and $2.00 per person
after 6:00 pm. The popular “Wacky Wednesdays” will be offered again this year

with $2.00 admission all day on Wednesdays. .

For the 2021 season, pool parties will be limited to one party per weekend. Pool
party reservations can be made at the Leisure Services office up until Friday,

May 28, after that they must be made at the Pool.
