Season Passes may be purchased at the Leisure Services office at 200 1st St. NE,
Waverly until the pool opens on May 28th. Individual season passes are $65 and family passes are $135
(up to 5 family members) additional family members are $20/person. A caregiver/babysitter pass can be
added to a family pass for $30/caregiver. You can sign up early for your season pass online at
. This will reserve a pass. You will pay for and receive your pass number at
the pool on your first visit. Passes will be available to be purchased at the pool beginning May 28th.

Daily fees are $5.00 per person, $3.00 for toddlers age 0-5 and $3.00 per person after 6:00
pm. “Wacky Wednesdays” is $3.00 admission all day on Wednesdays.

For the 2022 season, pool parties will be limited to one party per weekend and 1-hour
only. Pool party reservations can be made at the Leisure Services office up until Friday, May 27, after that
they must be made at the Pool. Pool party fees are $150 for up to 75 and $200 for 75-150 people.
