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Proper upkeep of the sanitary sewer system is a shared responsibility of the City and property owners.  The City has a 
maintenance program for the sewer mains, which includes inspecting sewer mains to identify problems, correcting the 
problems and making repairs as warranted.  The City also operates a sewer jet machine, which utilizes high powered water and 
root cutters to clean sewer mains.   
 

Property owners are responsible for the maintenance and repair of the pipeline that runs between their house and the City’s 
sanitary sewer main.  Clogs in the pipeline can lead to sewer backup in the house.  Cleaning up after a sewer backup can be 
expensive and disgusting.  If you experience a sewer back up, first contact the City at (319) 352-6247 so we can check the 
sewer mains in your area. 
 

Help to keep your sewer lines flowing with the following tips: 

 

Beware of FOG!  Never pour fats, oils or grease (FOG) down 
sinks, toilets or drains.  FOG may look like liquid when drained, 
but it solidifies when discharged into your sewer line and the 
sanitary sewer system.  Solidified FOG has a snowball effect, 
collecting other materials to form a blockage that can clog your 
sewer lines.  Keep FOG out of the sewer lines by draining grease 
and cooking oil into a covered container and disposing of it in 
the garbage.   

Don’t forget the potential “root” of the problem! 
Tree roots entering the sewer system can cause  
sewer backups.  Tree roots seek out sewer lines 
because any crack or loose joint in the pipe will allow 
water vapors to escape.  The roots are attracted to  
the water source and enter the sewer lines.  Once in 
the sewer lines, the roots will grow down and eventually plug 
the lines.  Contact your plumber or local hardware store for the 
best ways to prevent/control roots from plugging your sewer 
lines. 

Don’t treat your toilet like a garbage can!  Only flush 
the three P’s (Poop, Pee, and toilet Paper).  Beware of 
products such as wipes that are labeled as flushable.  
Flushable does not mean biodegradable.   

Do Not Flush 
 Wipes (baby wipes, cleaning wipes, flushable 

wipes) 
 Personal hygiene items (including tampons, 

sanitary pads and condoms) 
 Diapers 
 Dental floss & whitening strips 
 Cotton swabs 
 Hair 
 Kitty litter and pet waste 
 Bandages and medications 
 Dryer sheets 
 Paper towels, tissues & napkins 



Waverly’s Yard Waste Site will open for the 2023 season on March 27th, weather and site conditions permitting.  The 
yard waste processing facility is located north of the Recycling Center at 2800 5th Avenue NW.  Leaves, grass clippings, garden 
waste, and kitchen scraps (no dairy or meat products) are processed into compost.  Trees, branches and woody material are 
shredded into wood mulch.

Starting in June 2023 the City of Waverly will implement a 10% sewer rate 
increase. The increase is necessary to cover the cost of the Water Pollution 
Control Facility project that began construction in 2021.  There will be a 3% 
water rate increase due to inflationary costs. 

The only residential garbage charge scheduled for an increase this year is for 
the 95-gallon garbage can, which will increase to $39.67 per month. 

 

Yard waste may be in biodegradable bags.  No 
plastic bags or other materials are allowed. 
 
There is no cost for Waverly residents to drop 
off yard waste, and the finished products of 
compost and mulch are free for residents to pick 
up at the Yard Waste Site.   
 
The Yard Waste Site is also where you can drop 
off bulky items, electronics, and extra trash (fees 
apply). 

 One cubic yard of mulch covers an area of approximately 100 square feet at 3 inches thick. 
 Compost has not been screened and may contain sticks and some foreign debris.

Yard waste (leaves, grass clippings, and garden waste) must 
be bagged in biodegradable bags.   
 
Brush and sticks must be tied into bundles that are no larger 
than 4 feet in length, 1 ½ feet in diameter and weigh no more 
than 50 pounds.   
 
Place yard waste materials at your curb on your regular 
garbage collection day. 
 
Items that are not in biodegradable bags, or bundled as 
described above will not be picked up.

Do you fill a backyard pool each summer?  Do you have a 
garden, landscaping or sod that you plan to regularly water?  
If so, you may want to consider purchasing a second water 
meter for outdoor water use.   
 

Second water meters can be purchased at the Public 
Services office and need to be installed by a plumber at the 
homeowner’s expense.  Sewer fees are not applied to the 
water used from a second water meter as that water does not 
enter the sewer system.  Water fees do apply, but there is not 
a monthly minimum charge for the second meter.

Call Before You Dig 

When should you use Iowa One Call?   
 
Anytime you plan to excavate!  This includes: 

 Putting up a fence or clothes line. 
 Pounding stakes or posts into the ground. 
 Planting trees or shrubs. 
 Building a patio, home addition, deck or foundation. 
 Replacing or putting in a new driveway or sidewalk. 
 Terracing or landscaping. 
 Installing a septic system or water drainage system. 

 
How Iowa One Call Works: 

1. Iowa law requires that you notify Iowa One Call at 
least 48 hours (excluding Saturday, Sundays and legal 
holidays) before any excavation. 

2. Iowa One Call notifies underground facility 
operators. 

3. The underground facility operators mark the lines. 
4. You dig safely.
