7. Description

This single-family house is estimated to have been built in 1938 according to Bremer County Assessor
records. The house form is typical of late 1930s and 1940s infill houses in Waverly. In April 1939
Bremer County Property Transfer Records show Anna M. Rausch acquiring this property making it
likely the house was built just before acquisition or after it occurred. Therefore, a construction date of
ca. 1938 is consistent with public records for this property.

This 1-story frame house is an example of a vernacular Side-Gable Roof house form typical of small
house plans introduced during the 1930s and 1940s by pattern book and plan bureaus seeking to
provide economic housing designs. This house has a brick faced/concrete block foundation with walls
clad in wide clapboard-style aluminum siding. The house has a steeply pitched side-gable roof with
narrow eaves along the sloped sides and no eaves on the gable end. Two gabled attic dormers are
symmetrically placed on the front roof slope. The enclosed gabled entrance vestibule is centered on
the front and projects slightly. Fenestration includes single and paired 3/1 double-hung windows of
various sizes with vertical lights in the upper sash. A pair of windows is on each side of the entrance
vestibule and a single window is in each of the dormers. Paired and single sash appear on both levels
of the gabled ends. The original front door with four vertical lights in the upper window remains in use.

The property retains a 1-story frame garage southwest of the main house. It was built in 1938
according to Assessor records. It has a front-gable roof, narrow siding, exposed rafter tails, and a
single overhead garage door facing the avenue.

Alterations: Aluminum siding (undated); a metal awning extends over the front steps.

8. Significance

The Rausch House at 715 1% Ave NW built in ca. 1938 is an example of a vernacular Side-Gable Roof
house form typical of the economical and efficient plans introduced during the 1930s and 1940s by
pattern book and plan bureaus seeking to provide creative small house designs for the Great
Depression and World War years. The house qualifies for the National Register of Historic Places as a
contributing resource to the historic district under Criteria A and C while the garage is considered
noncontributing because of integrity issues.

Anna M. Rausch acquired this property in April 1939 from Anna Roever. It is likely the house was built
just before acquisition or after it occurred. Rausch retained the property until April 1955 when her
estate transferred it to Laura Richman who in turn passed it to St. Paul's Evangelical Lutheran Church.
St. Paul’s held the property until June 1961 when it was transferred to Emma Engelbrecht, widow of
August Engelbrecht. Emma worked as the secretary for St. Paul’'s Evangelical Lutheran Church and
later retired while residing here. She transferred the property to Wartburg College in October 1993.
