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When there is a good accumulation of snow, the sledding

hill opens at the Waverly Municipal Golf Course, Hole #1.

                   In the event of insufficient snow to protect the  

                   sod underneath, the hill will be closed, and a 

                   sign will be posted. If no such sign is posted, 

                   feel free to enjoy the hill at your leisure.
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City of Waverly Leisure Services and Public
Services Department staff trim the city 

right-of-ways for clearance during the winter
months. This typically occurs from January to

April, as weather allows. 
Any tree overhanging the sidewalk or street

will be trimmed according to the Waverly City
Code which requires that "trees should be

trimmed so that all branches will be at least (16)
feet above the surface of the street and at least

(8) eight feet above the sidewalks." 
This clearance requirement also applies to trees

on private property. To facilitate trimming,
please ensure vehicles are moved from under

the trees during this time.
